I.

Tools


Students will be able to use the basic tools provided by the electrical program. No hand-tools, Meters, Electric/Portable tools will be loaned out to anyone. Students shall not bring their personal tools to this class. 
V.

Any printing must have the instructor’s approval.

6.
All electronic devices are to be turned off or silent before class and lab.  If class is interrupted due to personal communication devices you will receive a 0 for the day.

Any personal emergencies will be handled through the switchboard and security.

8.        No eating, drinks, tobacco use, or eating sunflower seeds in class room or lab. Only during break times.

No student shall work on any energized equipment.

Student shall be prepared to work (hands on) in the lab at any time during scheduled class time. No open toe shoes shall be permitted in the lab.

Anyone with extremely long hair must have some way to keep it up (hair net, hat).  There will be no open-toe shoes worn in the shop (sandals, flip flops).  Each student will be required to have a pair of safety glasses to be worn in the lab.  The general safety policies are in the Electrical Lab Safety Manual. In compliance with FERPA, information classified as “directory information” may be released to the general public without the written consent of the student unless the student makes a request in writing.  Directory information is defined as: the student’s name, permanent address and/or local address, telephone listing, dates of attendance, most recent previous education institution attended, other information including major, field of study, degrees, awards received, and participation in officially recognized activities/sports.
